European Elections - European citizens have
voted (at least 43% of them) and the newly
elected MEPs are currently negotiating the
repartition of power in the new Parliament.
With a clear right-wing majority but also the
possibility of seeing the Education and Cul-
ture Committee chaired by a representative of
the Green group, perspectives for the cultural
sector are contrasted.

Swedish Presidency- Presidencies of the
European Council follow each other with dif-
ferent styles and ambitions. After the overac-
tive French and rather chaotic Czech, Sweden
is taking over the presidency of the European
Council for six months from 1st July. In
addition to the global (economic and social
crisis, sustainable development) and Europe-
an (Lisbon Treaty, new Commission) dossiers,
culture will certainly not feature very highly
on the Swedish agenda, even if some limited
actions have already been announced.
